Challenges 

Easy to be labeled 
Too small to be labeled, the 
size requirement can not be 

fulfilled.   



UN GHS Labeling 
Requirement for Small Packages 

Where volume of hazardous substance or mixture is so low and there is not 
likelihood of harm to human health and/or environment – with competent 
authorities approval – full label may be omitted. 

Competent authorities may allow certain label elements to be omitted from 
the immediate container for certain hazard classes/categories where the 
volume of the substance or mixture is below a certain amount

Size Requirement 

-For simplified label (≤100ml), the label should contain product 
identifier, pictogram, signal word and “Refer to SDS” statement.  
 

-If supplier identifier is not shown on the outer package, then 
it must be shown on the label.

Korea 

No specific guidance in Korea for Fold-out label, Tie-on label or 
Outer packages.  
Usually will follow the UN GHS guidance.

USA 
OSHA’s Hazard Communication Standard 2012 

For immediate containers: 
 - Appropriate pictogram 
 - Product Identifier 
 - Supplier Information 
 - Signal word 
 - A statement indicating the full label information for the chemical is 
provided on the outside package 
 
For outside packages:  
 - All the label elements as defined in 29 CFR 1910.1200 (f)(1) 
 - The complete label must be maintained on the outer package, 
visible and no destroy 
 - The supplier must ensure that any alternative labeling used does 
not conflict with any other standards   

Fold-out label, Tie-on label and Outer packages are applicable.   



Canada 
WHMIS 2015 

Label form:  
 - Mark, sign, stamp, sticker, seal, ticket, tag or wrapper. 
 - Attached, imprinted, stenciled or embossed on the hazardous 
product or its container 
 
Special requirement:  
 - Bulk shipment: a labeling exemption exists for products sold 
without packaging 
 - Capacity ≤ 100ml: precautionary or hazard statement are not 
required  
 - Capacity ≤ 3ml: labels are not required during their use stage   



Australia 
LABELLING OF WORKPLACE HAZARDOUS CHEMICALS Code of Practice 

Required elements: 
 - Hazard pictogram or statement 
 - Product Identifier 
 - Supplier Information 
 - Other information 

Size Requirement
